$4 MILLION NAK-CDC COVID-19 RELIEF FUND 

TO SUPPORT SINGAPOREAN HOUSEHOLDS 

THROUGH COVID-19 SITUATION 

The five Community Development Councils (CDCs) together with The Ngee 

Ann Kongsi (NAK) have set up a new $4 million COVID Relief Fund to provide relief to 

Singaporean households whose family members may have lost their jobs due to COVID as 

Singapore moves towards the next phase of crisis recovery.   

Launch of the NAK-CDC COVID-19 Relief Fund 

2 The Guest-of-Honour, Deputy Prime Minister (DPM) Mr Heng Swee Keat, 

together with Chairman of Mayors’ Committee and Minister of State Mayor Low Yen Ling, 

Mayor Denise Phua, Mayor Desmond Choo, Mayor Alex Yam as well as Mayor Fahmi 

Aliman, and the two NAK Executive Committee members Mr Jamie Teo and  

Mr James Teo, have launched the NAK-CDC COVID-19 Relief Fund this morning at a 

simple ceremony.  DPM witnessed the presentation of a $2 million cheque by Mr Jamie 

Teo, President of the NAK, to the five Mayors.  The CDCs also pledged their commitment 

with another $2 million to match the corporate donation, thus topping up the total fund to 

$4 million. 

3 The NAK-CDC COVID-19 Relief Fund is targeted at Singaporeans aged 

21 years old and above, who are currently unemployed and have experienced a total loss 

of income due to non-voluntary no pay leave, retrenchment or termination for at least three 

months at point of application.   



4 This initiative is part of the CDCs’ continued efforts to complement the national 

assistance schemes by the Government, and it serves to further strengthen the social safety 

net through the 3P partnership (3P: People / Public / Private) during this difficult period.   

5 The CDCs will work closely with community partners to identify eligible 

Singaporeans to benefit from this Fund which will start from 15 November onwards.  Each 

successful applicant (and his/ her household) will receive a one-time relief of $500.
